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DSANV Policy for Durable Medical Goods Funding 

Purpose:  

The Medical Fund of the Down Syndrome Association of Northern Virginia is designed to assist members who have a need to supplement or purchase medical goods needed by individuals with Down syndrome.  The Medical Fund assists with durable medical related goods.

Eligibility:

Medical funding is available to individuals with Down syndrome in Northern Virginia (including members of the Board of Directors) based on financial need.  Northern Virginia is defined by DSANV as Arlington, Fairfax, Loudoun, Prince William, Stafford and Fauquier Counties and the Cities of Fairfax, Alexandria, Falls Church, Manassas City and Manassas Park.  All applicants must provide a medical diagnosis of Down syndrome in order to be considered.  Evidence of medical necessity for the durable goods is also required.

Interested persons must complete a DSANV Medical Funding Application Form, provide the necessary information for the financial needs assessment and return all information to DSANV, Attention Education & Awareness Committee.  All paperwork must be received via e-mail or regular mail.  

Reimbursable Expenses:

Financial assistance may cover only a portion of the cost of the medical goods.  Maximum funding is $1,000 per individual with Down syndrome per fiscal year (October 1-September 30).  All funds are distributed on a first come, first serve basis based on the annual budget allotted by the Board of Directors. 

Funds may only be used for durable medical goods, such as wheelchairs, feeding chairs, orthotics, feeding equipment, nebulizers, adaptive devices, etc.  Financial assistance will not be provided for therapy, medical services, non-durable medical costs (medical care, co-payments, medications, supplies and dietary supplements) or supplies. The application will not be considered until private or all insurance options are exhausted or unavailable.  Requests for reimbursement must contain evidence of payment for durable medical goods and can be submitted up to 6 months after initial purchase.  Applications may be submitted prior to purchasing medical equipment; any funds granted will be paid once proof of purchase is provided.

If the reimbursed durable medical goods are still in usable condition, DSANV requests that all recipients place the durable goods on the “DSANV Exchange Listserve” after the recipient is finished with the goods.

Selection Criteria:

Approval will be based on eligibility guidelines and reasons for the extraordinary need.  Grant decisions will be made by designees of DSANV’s Board of Directors within thirty (30) days after receipt of the application.  

Waiver Clause:  These rules shall be interpreted in a flexible manner to accomplish the purpose of this fund.  Any rule or rules may be waived by the Board of Directors of the Down Syndrome Association of Northern Virginia.
